Meetings:  As Needed

Membership in any and all parish organizations and ministries is an act of service to God and our fellow parishioners.  The liturgical ministries, however, hold special regard because they serve in our most important ministry, the worship of God.  All registered parishioners are invited to volunteer for training which is given at the Parish or at Diocesan-sponsored meetings.  Liturgical ministers are expected to be available for any and all scheduled masses. Since the ministries center around worship, all policies are outlined and approved by the National Conference of American Bishops. Liturgical ministers should be leaders in the liturgical renewal as envisioned by the Second Vatican Council.

Altar Servers – Open to the youth of our parish, grades 4 through high school, young men and women are offered the opportunity to serve at all masses and liturgical ceremonies in our church.  Older youth can be trained to assist as masters of ceremonies at the principal liturgies.

Ministers of Communion - “Eucharistic Ministers” assist in the distribution of the Body and Blood of the Lord at Mass.  They may be delegated to take Holy Communion to the sick who are confined to their homes.  Candidate for this ministry are parishioners who have been active in other services in and to the parish. They should expect to participate in lectures and workshops sponsored by the Diocese to help them grow in their own eucharistic spirituality.

Ushers –These men and women are “the first smile” that greets people to our church.  They help worshippers become comfortable in the church and take up the collections.

Ministry of Music - listed separately with choir activities.

Ministry of Reading - “Lectors” proclaim the Scripture readings at all worship services, and they read the parish announcements at weekend Masses.  Lectors are expected to study the Scriptures so that they can read with knowledge and conviction.
